RECOMMENDATION

CONCLUSION

The crime statistics for the month of December 2015 reflect a decrease in Crimes Against the
Person of [-1.5%] compared to December 2014, while Crimes Against Property show a 9.3%
increase compared to December 2014. Crimes Against the Person and Crimes Against Property
show a combined year-to-date increase of 7.2%.

BACKGROUND

Each month, reports providing statistics for the City of Regina are presented to the Board for
their review and information. This report will provide statistics for the month of December
2015. The Communications Centre statistics are included showing the total calls for service.

DISCUSSION

Crimes Against Property reflect an increase of 962 reported incidents over 2014, for an overall
year-to-date increase of 9.3%. We have seen an increase 172 reported incidents of Theft Under
$5000 for a 3.7% increase. There are 275 more reported incidents of Mischief / Wilful Damage
for an 11.7% increase.

Thefts of Auto rates have increased by 177 incidents for an overall increase of 21.4% in our year-
to-date statistics. The Regina Police Service in conjunction with its partners in the Stolen Auto
Strategy continues to pay constant attention to this issue.

Crimes Against the Person reflect a year-to-date decrease of [-39] fewer incidents over
December 2014 for a [-1.5%] decrease. There were 13 reported Robberies in December for a
year-to-date increase of 16 incidents or an increase of 7.0%.

Overall the Regina Police Service has received 923 more reported incidents of Crimes
Against the Person and Crimes Against Property combined in 2015 over 2014 for a 7.2%
increase.

There were a total of 4,431 dispatched Calls for Service in December for a year-to-date
increase of 0.9% and Alarm Calls for Service show a year-to-date decrease of [-15.2%].

CONCLUSION

The crime statistics for the month of January 2016 reflect a decrease in Crimes Against the
Person of [-6.9%] compared to January 2015, while Crimes Against Property show a 20.4%
increase compared to January 2015. Crimes Against the Person and Crimes Against Property
show a combined year-to-date increase of 14.1%.

BACKGROUND

Each month, reports providing statistics for the City of Regina are presented to the Board for
their review and information. This report will provide statistics for the month of January 2016.
The Communications Centre statistics are included showing the total calls for service.

DISCUSSION

Crimes Against Property reflect an increase of 138 reported incidents over 2015, for an overall
year-to-date increase of 20.4%. We have seen an increase of 42 reported incidents of Theft
Under $5000 for a 14.0% increase. There are 33 more reported incidents of Mischief / Wilful
Damage for a 30.3% increase.

Thefts of Auto rates have increased by 44 incidents for an overall increase of 97.8% in our year-to-
date statistics. The Regina Police Service in conjunction with its partners in the Stolen Auto
Strategy continues to pay constant attention to this issue.

Crimes Against the Person reflect a year-to-date decrease of [-14] fewer incidents over January
2015 for a [-6.9%] decrease. There were 19 reported Robberies in January for a year-to-date
increase of 2 incidents or an increase of 11.8%.

Overall the Regina Police Service has received 124 more reported incidents of Crimes
Against the Person and Crimes Against Property combined in 2016 over 2015 for a 14.1%
increase.

There were a total of 4,551 dispatched Calls for Service in January for a year-to-date decrease
of [-2.7%] and Alarm Calls for Service show a year-to-date decrease of [-19.9%].

CONCLUSION

There were 18,332 total police-reported crimes' in Regina in 2015, which was an increase of
4.6% compared to the previous year but a 23.2% decrease compared to ten years earlier. The
increase in total crime compared to 2014 was driven by increases in Property Crime,
specifically Motor Vehicle Theft (+21.4%), Mischief / Wilful Damage (+11.7%), Theft
(+3.6%) and Break and Enter (+3.1%).

However, there were decreases in both Crime Against the Person (-1.5%) and Other Criminal
Code violations (-2.4%) compared to 2014.

BACKGROUND

Twice each year, once at mid-year and once at year-end, the Regina Police Service provides an
analysis of reported crime in Regina over the previous ten-year period. This report compares
data compiled from January 1 to December 31 for the period of 2006 through 2015.

Measuring crime statistics over time is effective for identifying trends. Data is gathered in the
same manner each year to ensure the analysis is reliable. Absolute crime counts, rather than
crime rates or crime severity, are the basis of this analysis.

These statistics are not intended for comparison with other jurisdictions that may use different
methodologies or have different reporting criteria.

! Total Crime is an account of Crimes Against the Person, Crimes Against Property, and Other Criminal Code
violations only. Criminal Code Traffic and the Controlled Drugs and Substances Act offences are excluded from
this total. These same categories are excluded from the Crime Rate released by Statistics Canada each year.



DISCUSSION

The 18,332 reported Total Crime in 2015 was an increase of 4.6% from 2014 but a decrease of
23.2% from 2006.
